GUIDELINES FOR COMPLETION OF 

THE INDIVIDUAL STUDENT REPORT
A Student Report is to be completed for one rider.  It may be submitted to the examiners at the Technical Evaluation or the Examination.

Guidelines for completing this report are as follows:

Diagnosis
- state medical diagnosis of rider’s disability

Special Considerations
- limitations imposed on the student by the medical condition, e.g. weakness in the left side; decreased vision; or existence of medical factors affecting safety, e.g. use of shunt; lack of sensation

Suitable Exercises
- exercises and games must  be appropriate to the student’s level of ability
- they must relate to the lesson topic when possible and must reinforce the skills needed to reach the short and long term goals

Goals

- must be specifically stated and be appropriate to the student
- state the time frame in which you hope the short and long term goals will be accomplished
- the Student Report must show an effort to make a logical progression towards these goals

Suggestions
- state ideas for lesson content, e.g. different skills that the student will need to achieve goals; particular equipment, ways of motivating the student

Student Progress Report

- must be brief, informative, and be completed following each lesson

- comments must be specific as to what contributed to the success or failure of each lesson and can include ideas and recommendations for subsequent lessons

- note and physical and/or psychological progress made by the student over the five week period

- therapist or helper comments should be included if relevant
