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The Canadian Therapeutic Riding 
Association (CanTRA) holds its 
national conference biannually.  
This year it was hosted by the 
Cowichan Therapeutic Riding 
Association (CTRA), Providence 
Farm in Duncan, BC in May.  It 
was last held at the same site in 
1997.  Close to 100 delegates 
representing all aspects of 
therapeutic riding attended from 
right across the country.  I think it 
is safe to say that they were all 
impressed by not only the 
conference itself, but also the host 
facilities and the organization of 
the event by CanTRA staff and 
Cowichan TRA staff and 
volunteers. 
 

The Conference offered delegates 

the opportunity to put faces to 
people who up until then had been 
only names.  I, for one, certainly 
feel much more connected to 
CanTRA and the other centres 
across the country.  The 
networking opportunities were 
legion and I think I speak for 
everyone there when I say that we 
made connections that will be 
invaluable in our work – 
especially those of us in isolated 
communities. 
 

The caliber of presenters was 
literally world class and, the 
information was leading edge.  
Starting with the keynote speaker, 
Gabriele Orac, from Austria and 
her fascinating presentation on 
Fitness and Fun Through Horses 

to the incredibly moving talk on 
The Horse in Myth by Gundula 
Hauser, from Austria, President of 
the Federation for Riding for the 
Disabled International (FRDI), 
conference attendees were 
inundated with information and 
inspiration on a wide variety of 
topics. 
 

Dr. Jane Kettner, doctor of 
chiropractic specializing in small 
animals and equines, 
demonstrated what can be done 
for our wonderful therapy horses 
and Dr. Chris Archibald, DVM 
and farrier,  talked about some of 
the issues in shoeing today, 
including whether or not to shoe. 
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Mary Longden of Australia, author of 
“Teaching Disabled Riders” and “Coach 
With Courage”, chair of the FRDI Sport 
and Recreation Committee, International 
Level 3 Coach and International 
Paralympic Dressage judge, provided 
valuable insight into the stages of learning 
as well as practical demonstrations of 
training therapy horses and horse handlers. 

An ongoing theme of the conference was 
Equine Facilitated Mental Health (EFMH), 

also referred to by a number of different 
names including Equine Assisted Learning, 
Animal Assisted Therapy and Equine 
Assisted Growth and Learning.  Sue 
McIntosh of Alberta (M.A., C.C.C.), who 
is spearheading a CanTRA committee, 
with the  mandate to develop national 
standards for certification for EFMH 
practitioners gave a day long workshop 
prior to the conference for approximately 
50 participants.  The day was extremely 
valuable to anyone interested in the field as 
Ms. McIntosh and her partners led groups 
in exercises used in her private practice 
“Healing Hooves” in Alberta.   

 

Ms. McIntosh also gave several workshops 
throughout the conference providing an 
overview of this type of therapy as well as 
discussing some of the ethical issues 
attached to using horses with people with 
mental health issues and how to keep the 
horses safe – emotionally and physically.  
One of the things that became apparent 
from these sessions is the need for a team 
of professionals including a horse person 
and a qualified counsellor trained in the 
use of horses as therapists.  Another point 
well made and illustrated was the need for 
people doing this kind of work to stay 
within their scope of practice.  As 
incredibly valuable as this process can be, 
it can also go tragically wrong if 
unqualified people get in over their heads 
as deep seated issues can be triggered 
inadvertently, requiring skill and expertise 
not necessarily available in the 
practitioners involved. 
 

As well as the extensive information 
available, organizers provided 
opportunities for delegates to explore the 
Cowichan Valley, tour the amazing 

Providence Farm and socialize at the 
Saturday night BBQ, Awards Presentation 
and Silent Auction. 
 

I would love to start commending and 
thanking people by name for this amazing 
experience, but that would just get me into 
trouble!  So many people are involved in 
putting on an event of this magnitude and 
caliber and I just know I’d leave someone 
out!  Kudos to everyone.  Thank you for a 
great time!

Fionna also competes regularly in 
Dressage and is a CanTRA Coach, 
Examiner and EC Level 2 Coach.  She is 
Past-President of BCTRA and is very 
involved in all aspects of Therapeutic 
Riding both at the provincial and national 
levels.”  Truly a deserving winner! 

Frances, a retired businesswoman, has a 
great love for animals and she owned and 
operated a kennel in Richmond for many 
years.  She was born with Osteogenesis 
Imperfecta (brittle bones) and has used a 
wheel chair on and off for most of her life, 
eventually full time.  Her condition 
prevented her from pursuing her interest in 
horses in the traditional manner.  Instead, 
Frances has taken it upon herself to use her 
business acumen, extensive business and 
government contacts and fundraising skills 
to ensure that children with disabilities in 
the community of Richmond have an 

opportunity to benefit from therapeutic 
riding.  
 

Sandra Evans wrote that Frances; “is a 
founding member of the Richmond 
Therapeutic Equestrian Society (RTES), 
which was formed eleven years ago.  She 
is not only our Board Chair but also our 
primary fundraiser and advocate within the 
community.  Frances, almost single 
handedly, ensures that the programs 
financial requirements are covered each 
year.  Now in her 70s, Frances works 
tirelessly for the program, often 
contributing as many as 20 hours per week 
on a volunteer basis.  Without Frances’ 
constant vigilance, leadership and selfless 
devotion the RTES would not be where it 
is today. 
 

Her contribution to RTES simply cannot 
be overstated.  There is no doubt that 
Frances Clark is an outstanding 
volunteer.”  Yet another deserving winner! 
Frances’ award was accepted on her behalf 
by Erin McRae, an Instructor from RTES. 

After working for 17 years within 
therapeutic riding, Cash, a gray Appaloosa 
from Nova Scotia has been recognized for 
his efforts.  He has won the CanTRA 
Outstanding Therapy Horse Award 2007.  
Sallie Murphy, from Halifax Area Leisure 
and Therapeutic Riding  (H.A.L.T.R.), 
proudly accepted the award on Cash’s 
behalf.   Not only will Cash have a trophy 
to proudly display at the barn but he will 
also be wearing a beautiful blanket 
embroidered with the CanTRA logo and 
name of the blanket’s generous donor, 
Country Depot in Guelph, Ontario.   
 

Cash’s work as a therapy horse began at 
the Mount Uniacke Therapeutic Riding 
program at Briarwood Stables.  After 
spending 10 years there, he arrived, 7 
years ago, at the Halifax Junior Bengal 
Lancer barn.  Described as kind, patient 
and having a tolerant temperament he has 
made a huge impact on all of his riders.  
Two in particular have formed a special 
bond with Cash.   
Youssef has Autism Spectrum Disorder 
and when he first came to H.A.L.T.R. he 

did not want anything to do with horses or 
riding.  In the beginning Youssef would 
not enter the arena, but preferred to watch 
from outside.  Not alone, Youssef was kept 
company by Cash, who was left tacked up, 
patiently waiting in case Youssef changed 
his mind about joining a lesson.  One day 
Youssef noticed Cash was not with him 
outside the arena and asked to see him.  
Youssef‘s bond with Cash began that day.  
He started with brushing Cash and the next 
week Youssef mounted Cash.   When 
Youssef refused to get out of the car for 
his lessons a few weeks later it was Cash 
who put a huge smile on his face and 
convinced him to ride.  Thanks to Cash, 
Youssef now participates willingly in 
riding lessons, interacts with fellow riders 
and enjoys games and verbally 
communicates with his Instructor and 
volunteers. 
 

May is a teenager with severe challenges 
due to  Spastic Cerebral Palsy.  Cash keeps 
very still, not moving a muscle during 
May’s sometimes slow mount from her 
wheelchair and subsequent dismount.  Her 
non-verbal instructions are expertly 
interpreted by Cash, the two acting as one 
during team games.  May is often the 
winner as she and Cash, synchronized 
perfectly, race in and out of pylons faster 
than anyone else.   
 

Cash participates regularly in flat and 
jumping classes outside of his therapeutic 
activities.  He competes in the Annual 
H.A.L.T.R. Horse Show in the dressage 
competition and trail course competition.  
He is also one of 16 horses who perform in 
the Lancer Musical Ride annually at the 
Maritime Fall Fair. 
 

At 30 years of age, Cash proves all you 
need to be is young of heart and mind.  
Thank you Cash for your commitment to 
therapeutic riding and the friendships you 
have formed with your riders.
